Welcome to the new season!

There are  changes to the Rules of Hockey which were issued on 1st May 2009. A copy can be viewed at:-

Hard copies of the Rules (2009/2010) will be given to all members in September 2009
At rules update meeting to be held in the Crooklands Hotel on 9th September
1.0 Details of the league rules that require umpire involvement / participation are enclosed.
NB The administering of the Cumbria Women’s Hockey League Rules is the responsibility of the League Management Committee not the umpires therefore does not make any comments re the interpretation of the Rules.

2.0 Publication of your details on the Cumbria Hockey Website needs your permission. Details provided are Name, telephone number(s), umpire level & number, club affiliation if appropriate & availability. There is a check box on the renewal/membership application form. Please indicate on it if you do not give your permission
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3.0 Reminders 

a The fee for umpiring has been increased to £15.00. This should be collected before the match. 

It is not intended that umpires taking club or Association appointments be out of pocket. Any out of pocket expenses should be claimed at the end of the half season from the Treasurer Phil Wittred, as expenses have been claimed in the past, detailing the matches, mileage less fees already paid by the clubs and the out of pocket element being claimed. A copy of the Expense claim is available from Phil Wittred.

b The membership fee has been increased to £15.00 and covers Insurance, Provision of a Rule Book, and the cost of administering the Level one-accreditation process, rule updates & communications with the membership.
c The Level One Process is included for your information. A copy of the card is enclosed. Please return the completed cards to Colin Cameron; his address is: - 19 Daltongate, Ulverston, Cumbria LA12 7BD
d The red Card procedure is also detailed. Please note the paragraph in bold 
re Match Day Misconduct Offence (MMO) which are offences both by players or officials or club members that could bring the game of Hockey into disrepute. 

Your response last season ensured that we again had an up to date database, which will be published in the Cumbria Hockey Association Handbook and also subject to your agreement on the website.

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Please note: -

*Umpires accepting appointments to the North Hockey League, North West Hockey League, the North Women’s League & the North Women's League West Feeder Division do not need to complete a Record Card; copies are for your information only.

That if you are to remain on the “Active” register both player / umpires & umpires need to officiate in 3 games.

and

The check box for you to indicate that you would accept development appointments offered by the Association.

Please complete and return to me, 
· Membership application / availability questionnaire with your £15.00 membership fee. Standing Order form also enclosed. This will ensure that you are insured to umpire in Cumbria & also when umpiring games that you are appointed to by the Association.
· Availability section & return the form even if you are not an active umpire & want to be removed from the database.

Joining & renewing membership of the Association will ensure that you are insured for third party liability for all games you officiate whether in Cumbria or elsewhere, appraised of any changes in the Rules of Hockey and in their interpretation during the season. You will be supported at all times by the Association and encouraged to improve & progress in all aspects of umpiring.

Level one record card procedure

England Hockey regulations require: -

Level One Umpires & Level One Player / Umpires to umpire a minimum of three games per season in order to maintain their status as an “Active” umpire.

In order to retain your “Active” status and remain on the Level One Register, and thus be eligible to umpire matches for which a Level One umpire is required, you must have a signed record of three games that you have umpired each season.
In order to administer this scheme a Level One Record Match Card has been produced to enable you to record your games umpired. This will be sent to you.

The signatures of the two captains are required to complete the record.

N B: - If you are a teacher umpire use your school games and get the opposition’s team manager to sign the card.

The level one card is intended to allow England Hockey to invest in and monitor umpiring standards more effectively. It will help to utilise resources more effectively and develop umpires and umpiring standards.

Colin Cameron has agreed to administer the Level One Record Match Card scheme in Cumbria, please log your games on the enclosed card and return the completed card to Colin at the address shown on the back of the cards before the end of the season either directly or via your Club contact.

Level two and three umpires are excluded from the above process, their activity is separately monitored. 

Note: -

If you have not been umpiring for a number of seasons or are returning to umpiring after a break please contact the Secretary of the Association.

	5e
	 All matches to be controlled by 2 non-playing umpires with a minimum of a level one qualification. “ All level one umpires, officiating in the League must be current members of an Umpires Association (ideally Cumbria Hockey Umpires) and must be registered as active on the England Hockey Database” If one team cannot get a qualified umpire, then the game should be played as a friendly and the non offending team should claim points.

	Team sheets (provided to the home club) must be filled in and presented to the Umpires 15 minutes before the start of the game.
	Failure to comply should be noted on the Match Card.

The responsibility to enforce the Rule & sanctions with the League Management Committee.

	The duration of the game should be 2 periods of 35 minutes each way. In the event of a match being abandoned (due to injury, weather etc.) a report should be submitted by both umpires to the League coordinator. The League committee shall decide on the action to be taken.
	Both umpires submit a report to the League coordinator. 

Further action will be the responsibility of the League Management Committee.

	If the ground, in the opinion of the umpires and the 2 captains is unfit to play. If a dispute arises the decision rests with the ‘away’ umpire.
	In general the judgement about safety is paramount & the decision should be made accordingly once play has started the decision is the Umpires.

	If two teams have similar strips, the away team should change shirts & socks.
	Require the away team to comply.

Red Card Procedure

A Red Card Form must be completed each time you issue a red card to a player or match official.

Supplies of the Red Card Form can be obtained from the Secretary of CCHUA or the County Disciplinary Officers or can be downloaded from the England Hockey website 

www.englandhockey.co.uk 

Red cards must be issued where a player: - 

Intentionally strikes another with a stick or fist, or

Intentionally kicks or spits at another player 

A red card can also be issued for: -

Rough or dangerous play, 

Misconduct, 

Dissent, 

Abuse or 

Any other intentional offences.

Cards should only be issued for offences that occur during the game (including extra time, penalty strokes or any other tie - breaking procedure)

The Red Card Form must be sent to the County Disciplinary Officer of the county to which the offenders club is affiliated.

If you are in any doubt as to the relevant county you should contact the Cumbria County Disciplinary Officer, their deputy or the Secretary of the CCHUA.

The offender(s) / team captain(s) may be told at the time of issue of the red card that the mandatory minimum penalties as detailed in the England Hockey Disciplinary Code must be applied immediately and that the County Disciplinary Officer will advise of a longer suspension / penalty after reviewing the case.

Note that incidents and offences that are committed outside the game (not within the 70 minutes playing time including extra time, penalty strokes or any other tie - breaking procedure) may be reported as a Match Day Misconduct Offence(MMO) on the reverse of the Red Card Form.
