Red Card Procedure

A Red Card Form must be completed each time you issue a red card to a player or match official.

Supplies of the Red Card Form can be obtained from the Secretary of CCHUA or the County Disciplinary Officers or can be downloaded from the England Hockey website

Red cards must be issued where a player: - 

Intentionally strikes another with a stick or fist, or

Intentionally kicks or spits at another player 

A red card can also be issued for: -

Rough or dangerous play, 

Misconduct, 

Dissent, 

Abuse or 

Any other intentional offences.

Cards should only be issued for offences that occur during the game (including extra time, penalty strokes or any other tie - breaking procedure)

The Red Card Form must be sent to the County Disciplinary Officer of the county to which the offenders club is affiliated.

If you are in any doubt as to the relevant county you should contact the Cumbria County Disciplinary Officer, their deputy or the Secretary of the CCHUA.

The offender(s) / team captain(s) may be told at the time of issue of the red card that the mandatory minimum penalties as detailed in the England Hockey Disciplinary Code must be applied immediately and that the County Disciplinary Officer will advise of a longer suspension / penalty after reviewing the case.

Note that incidents and offences that are committed outside the game (not within the 70 minutes playing time including extra time, penalty strokes or any other tie - breaking procedure) may be reported as a Match Day Misconduct Offence(MMO) on the reverse of the Red Card Form.
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
